The Intellectual Life Committee is again offering Intellectual Life Grants. The
mission of the Intellectual Life Committee is:

The primary audience for these events is GSU students, although the events
should be open to all members of the GSU community and the region.

GSU staff and faculty, as well as enrolled GSU students with a faculty
collaborator, are invited to apply using the Intellectual Life Grant
Application. Events must be promoted as sponsored by the GSU Intellectual Life
Committee in addition to any other sponsors.
Selection Criteria include:

Comparative analysis between grant projects presented,

Value to the GSU community in terms of intellectual life,

Strategies for promoting the event,

Completion of the event within the Spring OR Summer 2017 Semesters,
